Our Programs

Urban Bridges International Medical Scholar Program where they will participate in 6 weeks program which includes 6 study abroad in Grecia Costa Rica where they will participate in intensive Spanish language immersion and live in a homestay.  Students will also study medical Spanish and will precept in medial clinics in Costa Rica as well as participate in a humanitarian service project.  They will further enjoy numerous ecologic and educational excursions and experiences including exposure and lectures from a renowned professor on Aro-Costa Rican history. This course is designed for talented, self motivated rising college juniors and college seniors interested in a rigorous program that will aid in their preparedness for medical school while exposing them to the medical health profession and delivery within the Latin culture and among native Spanish speakers with hopes to one day help to serve the population which can so richly benefit from their newly acquired skills.  Students should preferably have a 3.0 cumulative GPA, be of impeccable standards and demonstrate the ability to study and learn independently.  Should demonstrate a love for learning and have a sincere interest to study and master the Spanish language and to one day deliver health care to the same community.  

Medical Mentoring Program Students will participate in a year long mentoring program which starts with a lavish kick-off event where they will meet and mingle with physicians from all specialties and connect to their personally assigned mentor who will establish monthly contact with the mentee and provide shadowing opportunities per their schedules.  There will also be bimonthly events including CPR to enrich the experience of the pre-medical school applicant and help arm each premedical student with the tools required to become competitive for medical school admission.
